Most cities/counties have volunteer websites that make it easy to search  
for volunteer opportunities close to your home. You might want to become 
involved in community service projects such as:

      •	   Aiding at a nursing home 

      •	   Cleaning up a community park

      •	   Mentoring a child in math or reading 

      •	   Rehabilitating animals in an animal shelter

In addition to the great feeling you’ll get by helping others out, you’ll gain 
valuable work experience and see what a career is like “from the inside.” 
You’ll also meet new people who have established careers. Interview these 
people and learn about how they got started in their career field and what 
kind of training you might need to enter that career field.
